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Tartu, a European treasure to be discovered in 2024


· In 2024, Tartu, Estonia's second largest city, will be the European Capital of Culture. 

· This recognition will lead the city and southern Estonia into a year full of events highlighting the region's rich historical and cultural heritage.

Madrid, 19 diciembre 2023. In 2024, Tartu, Estonia's second largest city, will become the European Capital of Culture. Located in the south-east of the country, two hours by train from Tallinn, the city will be the epicentre of events highlighting the historical and cultural heritage of both Tartu and the rest of southern Estonia. 

Under the motto "The Art of Survival", the Tartu 2024 cultural programme takes centre stage. This concept focuses on three crucial aspects related to the influence of art on the future of Europe: fostering an environmentally friendly culture that emphasises real human interactions, strong communities and survival skills.

The programme unfolds in four thematic areas: Tartu with the Earth, Humanity, Europe and the Universe. From nature-friendly initiatives to explorations of European diversity, the cultural offerings are varied.

Thematic Areas of the Tartu 2024 Cultural Programme:

· Tartu with the Earth is dedicated to explaining and educating people on how to be more respectful of nature, not only through the creation and experience of artworks, but also in everyday urban life, in the construction and maintenance of homes and gardens, and in food and clothing choices.
· Tartu with Humanity aims to restore trust and confidence in human closeness and intimate contact through transgenerational learning and co-creation.
· Tartu with Europe looks for ways to bring the European dimension of Tartu 2024 to the minds of everyone in Tartu and South Estonia, while making Europe aware that we are also part of its diversity with our local languages and customs.
· Tartu with the Universe shows how futuristic images in the arts have fuelled research and development, thus becoming or on the verge of becoming everyday reality. However, the arts also highlight the dangers of rapid changes in human consciousness and the difficulty of remaining human.


In this context, the "Kissing Tartu" initiative stands out, merging an educational programme, a concert that will be televised across Europe and a mass kissing session in the Town Hall Square. This initiative aims to promote connection and respect in Tartu, where kissing is a central theme. With these events they aim not only to entertain, but also to encourage the 





recognition and expression of love for all in Tartu and beyond, leaving a lasting impact in 2024 and beyond.

Tartu 2024 Programme Highlights:

· 26 January: Tartu 2024 Opening Ceremony.
· 19-20 April: Rave Event "reivkom x black box x tartu 2024" - Showcasing contemporary rave culture with local and international artists.
· 18 May: "Kissing Tartu" concert - brings together in Tartu different artists from Estonia and abroad to perform various Eurovision hits over the years
· 6 July: Tartu Summer Event 2024 - The biggest celebration of the summer, marking the midpoint of the cultural year.
· 5-15 June: Creative Nature Festival "Arts of Survival" - Artworks inspired by nature.
· 29 June: Japanese Forest Bathing Experience. 
· 24-25 August: Night Folk Dance Festival - Celebration of Võru's 240th anniversary with folklore, theatre, lights and nature.
· 2 November 2024 - 2 March 2025: Solo exhibition by Ryoji Ikeda - The prominent Japanese artist returns to Estonia in 2024 with a solo exhibition at the National Museum. The exhibition will include two new works, inspired by scientific data from the University of Tartu and local musical collaborations.

Tartu, in its role as European Capital of Culture in 2024, promises to be a vibrant destination full of unique experiences.
